Leeislation Committee: Tim Moriarity stated that he had some

Jdiscussion with Doug Simmons at the Fourwinds Conference in
Bloomington and nothing proposed as vet. He will keep us informed.
George Walker has had several meetings with Mike Davis, the
Executive Director of the Association of Cities and Counties.
George believes that we are going to have a better relationship
with this organization than in the past and looks forward to
working with them. There has been some discussion also about
probation officers’ salaries being paid by the State since the
Judges are paid by the State but at this time is only Jjust
discussion and would have to be pursued through the Judicial
Conference/Judicial Center.

Fducation Committee: Wes stated that he and Ted were still working
on scholarship ideas modeled after the ICA criteria. Allan Henson
reported on the Fourwinds Conference held at Bloomington in August.
Many positive remarks, he was pleased with conference but a lot of

hard work. There was 145 registered with 130 in attendance. He
will have $700 for P.O.P.A.I. which was donated bv vendors and he
gave George the credit for that idea.

deadline for deciding if and where for another summer conference.
