COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Membership Committee:

Membership total is at 74 members paid at present time. At the end
of 1997 we had 96 new members, 453 renewals for a total membership
of 549,

Legislation Committee:

George had copies of bills that are currently before the
legislature’s short session. One of the main concerns before us
is Senate #289 proposed by Senator Patricia Miller of Indianapolis.
This bill will establish a probation services 17 member study
committee and will ask for a mission statement, duties and
responsibilities of probation officers, organizational changes,
salary schedules, training required, caseloads/work measures, and
areas of funding. We discussed this bill at great length and felt
this would be a positive step for our organization and the Indiana
Judicial Center believes this to be a positive step but will take
time to research all the information necessary that the bill asks
for. A written recommendation would be presented to the Senate and
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Other bills were discussed: Senate #10 concerning misdemeanor
probation, sentencing up to one year, trying to pass again.
Senate #15-Indiana Commission on "Restorative Justice"-12 member
committee to look at and fit into Indiana restorative justice-
concerning offenders-victims(mediation program). Senate #258 having
to do with Victims Rights-would take an amendment to the Indiana
Constitution-having to do with victims being notified and present
at any hearings for the defendant. Senate #139 and 198 will be
monitored for any action also.

EDUCATION:

Scholarship committee had rough draft of application form, plan to
revise and send out next month. Deadline for return will be
approx. March 9th, 1998. Three candidates may attend our POPAI
Board April meeting and the scholarship will be awarded at our
annual May meeting with Mrs. Donald (Charlie) in attendance if she
so desires.,

OLD BUSINESS:

There was no old business to discuss.

NEW BUSINESS:

Eric brought up the subject of the safety manual which George had
a copy of to pass around, there was also some discussion concerning
this manual at the Probation Officer’s Advisory Board meeting on
January 13 that Allan attended as a board member. The Advisory

Board committee will still "okay" this safety manual and will
probably be called a "model" to use in the probation field.
