**George Walker stated the balance under the Financial Assets the savings account didn't read
correctly. The minutes were reviewed again and it was discovered that Janet picked up the wrong
number and the correct balance was Savings $11,716.60 making the final balance of financial assets
$26,110.63.

Approved: A vote was then taken and with the correction the

treasurer’s report was accepted.

The Calendars were discussed. Janet reported that they had been ordered and were in her
office. We received a 25% discount. We bought 1300 as Bob Champion gave her a very rough
estimate 0f 1200. They ended up costing .457 cents apiece.

The remaining balance owed to French Lick is $14,940.27.
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payment. Paul pointed out that we are able to earn more interest from the Legacy Fund than from our
bank account. Paul stated that we should go ahead and pay off the Legacy Fund, the balance being
$800. It was decided to pay the entire amount so that the interest eamed would finally pay for the fund
by itself. The board unanimously approved this move.

Membership:

Stephanie gave an update on the status of Access conversion. She has 4 districts converted.
She went ahead and completed District 6 first so that labels could be sent to Scott Dawson.
Membership looks as if it is staying around the 600 mark, which is not acceptable as there are roughly
1100 probation officers in the state of Indiana. We need to focus on increasing membership.

Legislation: Special guests, Glenna Shelby and Ron Brymire from “SDS” (Doug Simmons group)
were present to give the group an update on the status of the legislation and Probation Study
Commission. They report that the number one issue appears to be the counties taking back control of
the money spent and the caseload levels of probation officers. On 10-13, the Governor’s Task Force
is going to look at property taxes. It has been mentioned that the state should fund programs such as
law enforcement and judicial programs instead of property taxes.

Restorative Justice is sfill a major push in the state. Mentioned several test sites being
proposed to test value of the program.

They stressed the importance of all members pushing this effort to the local constituents. We
need to make out selves known.

No other updates were given.

Education: Susan gave a recap on the French Lick conference. The results on the evaluations
looked good. One evaluation stated that the food was not good.

There was discussion about the conference for 1999 and that work needs to begin now to
decide where and when it will occur. Some of the places talked about initially were Valparaiso, Brown
County, and Michigan City (beach). It was decided to table this and have everyone do some
preliminary inquires, looking for a place that can accommodate the numbers. This will be the first forum
where we elections will be held and it is critical to get as many people there as possible.

Scholarship: Paul stated he would still chair this committee next year. It was agreed that the annual
meeting is the best place to present this award.

Old Business: Discussion occurred about the bonus and final payment to Doug Simmons. It was
decided that Stephanie should check last years minutes to see if it was voted on and approved. The
board went through all of the receipt books to discover how much if any bonus was paid last year. It
was finally discovered that we actually were $1950.00 short in 1997.

Motion: Paul moved that we send a check to Doug Simmons in the amount of
$3,000.00 to be “paid in full to pay balance of 1997 and balance in 1998.

2nd: Jack Marshall

Vote: unanimous. George added that he would talk to Doug to explain what this
check actually covered.

New Business: one reported at this meeting.
Adjournment: A unanimous vote was taken to adjoum.
