Rooms will be
available on the 25" as well as the 26". The room rate is $77.00 for a single and $87.00 for a
double. The food cost may increase. The program is being lined up now so please submit
suggestions for speakers ASAP. A budget has not been set up but hopefully will be presented by
the next meeting.





[image: image2.png]Legislation: George Walker presented the board with a list of the bills before the 1999 Legislature.
The entire bill may be reviewed on the Internet. The bills that are of importance to probation are: HB
1002, 1148, 1150, 1364, 1369,1733, 1746, 1770, 1804, 1963, 1974, and1987: SB 41, 92, 203, 281,
302, 305, 382, 444, 642 and 664. A lot of discussion occurred about HB 1974 and that the board
needs to focus on ensuring this bill is not approved.

Membership: Stephanie Ashton presented information about the new database. Access is
completed with new rosters being given to each district representative. An explanation of the codes
along with asking each district representative to ensure the archived members of their respective
regions as the Judicial Center does not maintain a truly accurate list.
There was discussion about %&8’3&?“ with Lake County not being invoiced.

Motion: Jack n moved not to penalize Lake County’ for not paying the

1998 membership fees, as the error was POPAI’s for not invoicing them.

Rob Bono mentioned that he had spoken to Steve Eyrick from LaPorte County and he
stated that LaPorte paid three years in advance. Janet is to review the old treasurer's reports to see
if there was a large payment for fees from LaPorte County.

There was further discussion about invoicing. It was decided that invoices would be done
on as need basis.

The membership tally at this time is: 1264 in the database with 465 in the archived list, 604
active members and 205 inactive members.

Scholarship: Paul McGriff reported that no applications had been retumed yet for the scholarship.

Old Business:
Web Page: Ted Ward presented a prototype web page for POPAI. He is still investigating the cost

factor but it is looking like a $50 setup fee, $40 per month for maintenance which gives us a 20 meg
page and 5 e-mail spaces. To have a domain name it will cost $70 initially and $35 per year. There
was discussion that perhaps a corporate sponsor might be willing to offset the cost. The discussion
then went to have local Vs a national provider. It was decided to table that until a later date.

Chiefs Summit: George stated that we tried to hold it prior to the Annual Meeting but is
looking at May this year due to the change in the Annual PO Conference. After reviewing he
legislation we can decide what the “hot’ topics are going to be.

Newsletter: Chris stated she has not received any articles yet. A paper has to go out | April.
