There was also discussion about the type of prizes to give for the volleyball and
euchre tournaments. It was decided that we would have vouchers for POPAI merchandise. Ted
also mentioned that we need to purchase a volleybalil as French Lick did not have one last year.
We briefly discussed the sale of merchandise to liquidate our current supply. Ted
will make catchy signs. He will also make the sign for the logo contest.
Allan mentioned that he had looked into a tour to the Astar Casino (2 hours away).
They would need a minimum of 30 people and it needed to be booked a week ahead. It was
decided that perhaps this could happen next year with more planning. It was also mentioned that
a tour of West Baden was also being arranged for this year.

Legislation: George pointed out that there would be three new members of the Probation Study
Commission this year. Judge Matsey is the chair this year, which should be good for probation.
Patricia Miller and Jon Von Arx will not be returning. The board was reminded that this is a three-
year study with the final report being due at the end of 2000.

The Community Transition Program was discussed and it was pointed out that
neither Probation nor Community Corrections were represented at the 7/1/99 meeting. These are
the two entities responsible for supervising this program.

Membership: Stephanie gave the new membership totals consisting of 579 paid members to
date with 26 invoiced, but not paid. There was brief discussion that some form of year-end
invoicing will need to be addressed so that memberships can be paid at the beginning of the year.
This was tabled until after the Fall Conference.

Scholarship: Paul stated that he had received a call from Kim informing him that she had not
received the check yet. He followed up with the Legacy Fund. He was told that usually they don’t
issue the check until fall, but they went ahead and sent it to her now.

Other: Stephanie passed out the slate and absentee ballots. There are only two contested
positions this year: District 1 and District 7.

Chris would type out the proposed change and fax it to the district representatives to send out
with the election information.

Advisory Board seat on the POPAI Board. This seat would be an honorary position.
