Legislation: Received information that two senators submitted new legistation in the budget bill that
creates a transitional placement program for C & D felons. Several months prior to their release from
prison, through Community Corrections or Probation i there is no corrections program in that county, the
client is released to this program. There are to be programs in place. The exact amount of the money
allotted for this is unclear. There was a stipulation for 4 million a year for misdemeanor that would be
directed at housing these clients instead of incarceration. DOC is angry that this occurred. This appears to
be a public safety concem- especially since no one was told prior to this occuming. This would also allow A
& B felons to be released early, if the sentencing court requested it. On the C & D felons, DOC has to notify
the court before they can release them. The court has to have a valid reason to refuse release. A lot of
discussion occurred as to how they'd be released, efectronic monitoring, and then how to charge fees and i
this could be used a probation user fees.

George discussed the Chiefs Summit. He provided a copy of the registrants. George mentioned
that he would like to buy small snacks for the night before.
