Legislation: George Walker passed out bills that are before the legislature. SB 248: Public
Official Compensation. SB 184: allows a person on misdemeanor probation to be placed on
probation for one year. SB 75: Probation Officer Safety (carrying a handgun). SB 76: Death
Benefits for Probation Officers. SB 97: Juvenile Court jurisdiction.

Here was discussion about the Transition Program. There is also supposed to be a bill before the
legislature that discusses DUI's (3 arrests and police may confiscate your car.)

George also mentioned that if we get a chance to listen to WIBC as Speaker of the House, John
Greg as an early morning talk show (6am) and he takes telephone calls.

Membership: Stephanie inquired as to how membership was going to be handled this year. It

was explained that Ted was to write a job description and a person would be hired to market

POPAI, invoice, keep the membership list and send out the cards and new member packets.

Board. Ted is already on the PO Advisory Board and assigned a committee. Stephanie to call
Todd McCormick to see who will serve on our board.

The newsletter has not been completed yet. Jack informed the board that Ted still needs
articles.

Paul infc;rmed the board that he is writing his thesis on the growing problems that POPAI
is having. He stated that he would be asking the board members for information.
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complete an d accurate list of probation officers. It has been discovered that there are a lot of
non-certified PO’s doing probation jobs.

George gave the board an update on Tom Frederick's funeral. He stated it was very sad
and very well attended. There was discussion about beginning a small memorial in his honor and
to present it at the PO Conference. The goal is NOT to compete with the Augustus Award but to
develop our own focusing on a person’s contribution to POPAI. Start this year with dedication to
Tom, but to call it “The Founders Award”. It was also discussed that this should be given to a
living and active person. We'll present this award at the conference in August. George will write
the verbiage and the concept. Stephanie will provide the original membership list.

At the June meeting the board will go over a list of names presented and decide who will
get the first award.

Greg mentioned that the bylaws state that there should be a yearly audit of the books.
Greg will check on whom will be able to complete that for the board. The Bylaws stated on page 6
that an audit should be completed at the end of the fiscal year.
